AN ACT establishing the 1Fort1 Monmouth Economic Revitalization 1 

Authority, supplementing Title 52 of the Revised Statutes and 2 
repealing parts of the statutory law. 3 

 4 
 BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State 5 
of New Jersey: 6 
 7 
 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as the 8 
1[“Monmouth] “Fort Monmouth1 Economic Revitalization 9 

Authority Act.” 10 
 11 
 2. The Legislature finds and declares that: 12 
 a. The closure and revitalization of Fort Monmouth is a matter 13 
of great concern for the host municipalities of Eatontown, 14 
Oceanport, and Tinton Falls; for Monmouth County; and for the 15 
State of New Jersey. 16 
 b. The economies, environment, and quality of life of the host 17 
municipalities, Monmouth County, and the State will benefit from 18 
the efficient, coordinated, and comprehensive redevelopment and 19 
revitalization of Fort Monmouth.  The Fort Monmouth Economic 20 
Revitalization Planning Authority was established pursuant to 21 
P.L.2006, c.16 (C.52:27I-1 et seq.) to plan for the comprehensive 22 
conversion and revitalization of Fort Monmouth, so as to encourage 23 
enlightened land use and to create employment and other business 24 
opportunities for the benefit of the host municipalities, of that 25 
county and the entire State.  On September 4, 2008, the Fort 26 
Monmouth Economic Revitalization Planning Authority submitted a 27 
comprehensive conversion and revitalization plan for Fort 28 
Monmouth, known as the “Fort Monmouth Reuse and 29 
Redevelopment Plan,” and a homeless assistance submission to the 30 
United States Department of Defense and the United States 31 
Department of Housing and Urban Development, as required under 32 
the applicable federal Base Closure and Realignment law and 33 
regulations.  The Fort Monmouth Reuse and Redevelopment Plan is 34 
the result of an extensive, coordinated, and collaborative process 35 
conducted by the Fort Monmouth Economic Revitalization Planning 36 
Authority, and reflects input from the host municipalities, 37 
Monmouth County, State departments and agencies and the general 38 
public as to the future of Fort Monmouth. 39 
 c. Upon acceptance by the United States Department of 40 
Defense and the United States Department of Housing and Urban 41 
Development as required under applicable federal Base Closure and 42 
Realignment law and regulations, the Fort Monmouth Reuse and 43 
Redevelopment Plan will constitute the plan for the redevelopment 44 
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and revitalization of Fort Monmouth to be implemented pursuant to 1 
and in accordance with the provisions of this act. 2 
 d. A coordinated and comprehensive redevelopment and 3 
revitalization of Fort Monmouth will be facilitated by establishing 4 
and empowering a new authority, to be known as the 5 
1[“Monmouth] “Fort Monmouth1 Economic Revitalization 6 

Authority,” to implement the Fort Monmouth Reuse and 7 
Redevelopment Plan, including the adoption of any modifications 8 
or amendments to the Fort Monmouth Reuse and Redevelopment 9 
Plan and the adoption of development and design guidelines and 10 
land use regulations in furtherance thereof, as provided in this act. 11 
 e. The New Jersey Economic Development Authority (EDA) 12 
has substantial and significant experience with partnering with local 13 
communities and leveraging public-private partnerships.  The EDA 14 
manages large scale, redevelopment projects, utilizes a system of 15 
internal controls and procedures to ensure the integrity of 16 
redevelopment activities, and maintains a staff with a wide range of 17 
experience in redevelopment projects, real estate, finance, and job 18 

creation.  1[Therefore the EDA is the appropriate entity to serve as 19 

the staff to the authority to enable the authority to implement the 20 

Fort Monmouth Reuse and Redevelopment Plan.]1  To this end, an 21 

office is to be created within the EDA staffed by such EDA 22 
employees on a part or full time basis as the EDA determines 23 
necessary to carry out the functions of the office.

sharing of staff between the EDA’s activities as 1a designated1 34 

redeveloper and EDA’s activities in staffing the office. 35 
 g. The host municipalities have an ongoing interest in the 36 
implementation of the plan, and the planning boards of the host 37 
municipalities have knowledge, expertise, and experience as well as 38 
procedures in place for reviewing and approving proposed 39 
subdivisions and site plans as provided in this act.

 3. The following words or terms as used in this act shall have 42

2 
 “Conditional use” means a use permitted within the project area 3 
only upon a showing that such use in a specified location will 4 
comply with the conditions and standards for the location or 5 
operation of such use as contained in the development and design 6 
guidelines or land use regulations adopted by the authority, and 7 
upon the issuance of an authorization therefor by the planning 8 
board. 9 
 “County” means Monmouth County. 10 
 “County planning board” means the Monmouth County planning 11 
board. 12 
 “Density” means the permitted number of dwelling units per 13 
gross area of land to be developed. 14 

 1“Designated redevelopment agreement” means the 15 

redevelopment agreement to be entered into by and between the 16 
authority and the EDA as provided in this act for properties within 17 

the project area acquired by the authority.1 18 

 “Development and design guidelines” means the development 19 
and design guidelines to be adopted by the authority pursuant to this 20 
act, as revised or amended as provided in this act, which when 21 
adopted shall apply to all applications for subdivision or site plan 22 
approval within the project area and shall supersede the zoning 23 
ordinances and land use regulations of the host municipalities and 24 
the county with respect to the project area. 25 
 “EDA” means the New Jersey Economic Development 26 
Authority, established pursuant to section 4 of P.L.1974, c.80 27 
(C.34:1B-4). 28 
 “Federal government” means the United States of America, and 29 
any officer, department, board, commission, bureau, division, 30 
corporation, agency or instrumentality thereof, including, but not 31 
limited to, the United States Department of Defense and the United 32 
States Department of Housing and Urban Development. 33 
 “Floor area ratio” means the sum of the area of all floors of 34 
buildings or structures compared to the total area of the site. 35 

“Fort Monmouth” means the federally owned or operated 36 
military installation located in the municipalities of Eatontown, 37 
Oceanport, and Tinton Falls in the county that, as of May 13, 2005, 38 
was functioning, but was scheduled for closure by recommendation 39 
of the federal Base Realignment and Closure Commission issued on 40 
that date, including any facilities, real property and improvements, 41 
infrastructure and appurtenances and personal property. 42 

“Homeless assistance submission” means the homeless assistance 43 
submission submitted to the United States Department of Defense and 44 
the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development on 45 
September 4, 2008 required under the Defense Base Closure and 46 
Realignment Act of 1990, Pub.L.101-510 (10 U.S.C. s.2687). 47 
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“Host municipality” means the municipalities of Eatontown, 1 
Oceanport or Tinton Falls. 2 
 “Land use regulations” means the regulations to be adopted by 3 
the authority pursuant to this act, revised or amended as provided in 4 
this act, which when adopted shall apply to all applications for 5 
subdivision or site plan approval within the project area and shall 6 
supersede the zoning ordinances and land use regulations of the 7 
host municipalities and the county with respect to the project area. 8 

“Master plan” or “plan” or “revitalization plan” means the 9 
comprehensive conversion and revitalization plan and the homeless 10 
assistance submission prepared and adopted by the predecessor 11 
authority and entitled "Fort Monmouth Reuse and Redevelopment 12 
Plan" submitted to the United States Department of Defense and the 13 
United States Department of Housing and Urban Development on 14 
September 4, 2008, pursuant to section 14 of P.L.2006, c.16 15 
(C.52:27I-14), as accepted by the federal government, and as may 16 
be amended, revised, or modified as provided in this act. 17 

 1[“Master redevelopment agreement” means the redevelopment 18 

agreement to be entered into by and between the authority and the 19 
EDA as provided in this act for properties within the project area 20 

acquired by the authority.]1 21 

 “Minor subdivision” means “minor subdivision” as defined in 22 
section 3.2 of P.L.1975, c.291 (C.40:55D-5). 23 

“Nonconforming use” means a legal or pre-existing use or 24 
activity which fails to conform to the development and design 25 
guidelines or land use regulations adopted by the authority. 26 
 “Planning board” means the planning board of a host 27 
municipality. 28 
 "Predecessor authority" means the Fort Monmouth Economic 29 
Revitalization Planning Authority established pursuant to section 4 30 
of P.L.2006, c.16 (C.52:27I-4), repealed by this act. 31 
 “Project area” means that area encompassed by the metes and 32 
bounds of Fort Monmouth. 33 
 “Project parcel” means a portion of the project area that is the 34 
subject of a development or redevelopment project. 35 
 "Redevelopment" means clearance, replanning, development and 36 
redevelopment; the conservation and rehabilitation of any structure 37 
or improvement; the construction and provision for construction of 38 
residential, commercial, industrial, public or other structures or 39 
infrastructure; and the grant or dedication of spaces as may be 40 
appropriate or necessary in the interest of the general welfare for 41 
streets, utilities, parks, playgrounds, or other public purposes, 42 
including recreational and other facilities incidental or appurtenant 43 
thereto, in accordance with the approved Fort Monmouth Reuse and 44 
Redevelopment Plan submitted to the federal government, with the 45 
intent of supporting the economic revitalization of the region. 46 
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 "Revitalization" means a comprehensive program of planning, 1 
conservation, rehabilitation, clearance, development and 2 
redevelopment, preservation, and historic restoration. 3 
 “Site Plan” means “site plan” as defined in section 3.4 of 4 
P.L.1975, c.291 (C.40:55D-7). 5 
 “Subdivision” means “subdivision” as defined in section 3.4 of 6 
P.L.1975, c.291 (C.40:55D-7). 7 
 “Variance” means permission to depart from the literal 8 
requirements of the master plan, the development and design 9 
guidelines adopted by the authority or the land use regulations 10 
adopted by the authority. 11

 4. There is hereby established in, but not of, the Department of 13 
the Treasury a public body corporate and politic, with corporate 14 

succession, to be known as the 1Fort1 Monmouth Economic 15 

Revitalization Authority as the successor to the predecessor 16 
authority.  The authority is hereby constituted as an instrumentality 17 
of the State exercising public and essential governmental functions 18 
to provide for the public safety, convenience, benefit, and welfare.  19 
The exercise by the authority of the powers conferred by this act 20 
shall be deemed and held to be an essential governmental function 21 
of the State.

 b. The terms of office of the members of the predecessor 35 
authority shall terminate, the officers having custody of the funds of 36 
the predecessor authority shall deliver those funds into the custody 37 
of the person having charge of the financial affairs of the authority, 38 
the property and assets of the predecessor authority shall, without 39 
further act or deed, become the property and assets of the authority, 40 
and the predecessor authority shall cease to exist. 41 

 c. 1[The offices and terms of the officers and employees of the 42 

predecessor authority, as provided for through an agreement with 43 
the Department of the Treasury, except as otherwise provided in 44 
this act, shall terminate.  Upon such termination, any current 45 
employee may be retained by the EDA at its discretion on either a 46 
full-time or a part-time basis. 47 
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 d.]1  All debts, liabilities, obligations and contracts of the 1 

predecessor authority, except to the extent specifically provided or 2 
established to the contrary in this act, are imposed upon the 3 
authority, and all creditors of the predecessor authority and persons 4 
having claims against or contracts with the predecessor authority of 5 
any kind or character may enforce those debts, claims and contracts 6 
against the authority as successor to the predecessor authority in the 7 
same manner as they might have had against the predecessor 8 
authority, and the rights and remedies of those holders, creditors 9 
and persons having claims against or contracts with the predecessor 10 
authority shall not be limited or restricted in any manner by this act. 11 

 1[e.] d.1  In continuing the functions, contracts, obligations and 12 

duties of the predecessor authority, the authority is authorized to act 13 
in its own name or in the name of the predecessor authority as may 14 
be convenient or advisable under the circumstances from time to 15 
time. 16 

 1[f.] e.1  Any references to the predecessor authority in any 17 

other law or regulation shall be deemed to refer and apply to the 18 
authority. 19 

 1[g.] f.1 All operations of the predecessor authority shall 20 

continue as operations of the authority until altered by the authority 21 
as may be permitted pursuant to this act. 22 

 1[h.] g.1  The powers vested in the authority by this act shall be 23 

construed as being in addition to and not in diminution of the 24 
powers heretofore vested by law in the predecessor authority to the 25 
extent not otherwise altered or provided for in this act. 26 
 27 
 6. a. There is hereby established in the EDA an office which 28 
shall be staffed by employees of the EDA which shall remain under 29 
the supervision and control of the EDA.  The office shall be 30 
responsible for carrying out the policies set forth by the authority, 31 
in a collaborative manner with the host municipalities and the 32 
county.  The office shall be administered by a director whose hiring 33 
shall be reviewed and approved by a subcommittee of the members 34 
of the authority to be appointed and convened at the direction of the 35 
chairperson of the authority for the purposes of this action. 36 
 b. The authority will rely solely on the office for all support 37 
services it requires to carry out its mission under this act, including, 38 
but not limited, to administrative, procurement, budgetary, clerical, 39 
and other similar types of services.

 e. When it is necessary for the authority to engage the services 11 
of professional consultants, including registered architects, licensed 12 
professional engineers, planners, attorneys, accountants, or other 13 
professional consultants, the office shall assist the authority in the 14 
procurement process. 15

 7. It shall be the purpose of the authority to oversee, 17 
administer, and implement the plan as provided in this act, in a 18 
manner that will promote, develop, encourage, and maintain 19 
employment, commerce, economic development, and the public 20 
welfare; to conserve the natural resources of the State; to provide 21 
housing, including housing to address identified needs related to 22 
homelessness;  and to advance the general prosperity and economic 23 
welfare of the people in the host municipalities, the county, and the 24 
entire State by cooperating and acting in conjunction with other 25 
organizations, public and private, to promote and advance the 26 
economic use of the facilities located at Fort Monmouth.

 (5) The mayors of Eatontown, Oceanport, and Tinton Falls, ex 31 
officio and voting; 32 
 (6) The Commissioner of Labor and Workforce Development, 33 
who shall serve as an ex officio, non-voting member; 34 
 (7) The Commissioner of Environmental Protection, who shall 35 
serve as an ex officio, non-voting member; 36 
 (8) The Commissioner of Community Affairs, who shall serve 37 
as an ex officio, non-voting member; and 38 
 (9) The Commissioner of Transportation, who shall serve as an 39 
ex officio, non-voting member. 40 

 Each member appointed by the Governor 1[and the member 41 

appointed by the county Board of Chosen Freeholders]1 shall hold 42 

office for the term of that member’s appointment and until a 43 

successor shall have been appointed and qualified.  1The member 44 

appointed by the Monmouth County Board of Chosen Freeholders 45 
shall hold office for the term of that member’s service on the board.

authority is anticipated to receive no funding from the federal 2 
government, any action to approve the budget of the office for that 3 
year or any amendment to the budget pursuant to subsection d. of 4

or any area in need of rehabilitation pursuant to the provisions of 7 
the “Local Redevelopment and Housing Law,” P.L.1992, c.79

 f. The members of the authority shall serve without 11 
compensation, but the authority may, within the limits of funds 12 
appropriated or otherwise made available for such purposes, 13 
reimburse its members for necessary expenses incurred in the 14 
discharge of their official duties.

 g. (1) No member, officer, employee or agent of the authority 16 
or office shall have a personal interest, either directly or indirectly, 17 
in any project, employment agreement or any contract, sale, 18 
purchase, lease, or transfer of real or personal property to which the 19 
authority or office is a party. 20 

 (2) The 1[members, officers, and employees of the]1 authority1, 21 

as well as any business entity performing or seeking to perform a 22

The authority shall be deemed an interested party 7 
entitled to notice of all applications for properties within the project 8 
area or within 200 feet of the project area’s boundaries, irrespective 9 
of whether the authority owns the portion of the project area within 10

planning boards shall have the authority to grant variances from the 13 
requirements of the development and design guidelines and land use 14 
regulations adopted by the authority to the extent such variances are 15 
permitted pursuant to subsection c. of section 57 of P.L.1975, c.291
