AN ACT concerning mold remediation in rental premises, 1 

supplementing Title 52 of the Revised Statutes and amending 2 

various parts of the statutory law. 3

 BE IT ENACTED by the Senate and General Assembly of the State 5 

of New Jersey: 6 

 7 

 1. (New section) This act shall be known and may be cited as 8 

the “Mold Safe Housing Act.” 9 

 10 

 2. (New section) As used in this act: 11 

 “Substantial presence of mold” means the visible or detectable 12 

presence of mold growing on interior surfaces or in ventilation 13 

ducts, in such amounts as to raise concerns for the health of the 14 

residents of the building, in accordance with standards promulgated 15 

by the Department of Community Affairs pursuant to P.L.   , 16 

c.    (C.      ) (pending before the Legislature as Assembly Bill No. 17 

1007 of 2014). 18 

 19 

 3. (New section) a. In any case where a change of occupancy 20 

of any building subject to the requirements of section 1 of P.L.1991, 21 

c.92 (C.52:27D-198.1) is subject to a municipal ordinance requiring 22 

the issuance of a certificate of occupancy, certificate of inspection 23 

or other documentary certification of compliance with laws and 24 

regulations relating to safety, healthfulness and upkeep of the 25 

premises, no such certificate shall issue until the municipal officer 26 

or agency responsible for its issuance has received a certification 27 

that the building has been inspected for and found free of any 28 

visible or detectable indications of the substantial presence of mold. 29 

 b. In the case of change of occupancy of any building subject 30 

to the requirements of section 1 of P.L.1991, c.92

Commissioner of Community Affairs shall establish a fee which 39 

covers the costs of any inspection required, and of issuance of the 40 

certificate.

 4. (New section) a. A tenant residing in rental housing who 43 

believes that the housing contains a substantial mold hazard shall 44 
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notify the landlord of the premises, in writing, and request 1 

remediation of the mold hazard. 2

the tenant believes a substantial mold hazard exists shall investigate 4 

the condition within 72 hours of receiving the written notification.  5 

If any visible signs of mold on surfaces are present, the landlord 6 

shall clean and remove the mold from those surfaces in a manner 7 

consistent with the regulations promulgated by the department.  8 

Any leaking pipes, roofing or walls which are contributing to a wet 9 

condition that in turn is furthering the growth of mold shall be fixed 10 

in an expedited manner by the landlord. Any mold conditions which 11 

will require testing to determine the efficacy of the mold removal 12 

shall be performed by persons certified to remediate mold in 13 

accordance with P.L.     , c.    (C.      ) (pending before the 14

 c. In the event a tenant notifies a landlord who does not comply 16 

with subsection b. of this section, the tenant shall be entitled to 17 

contact the Commissioner of Community Affairs for consideration 18 

for a referral to the relocation program established pursuant to 19 

P.L.     , c.    (C.      ) (pending before the Legislature as this bill). 20

 5. (New section) a. The Commissioner of Community 22 

Affairs shall review any case referred to the department in which a 23 

substantial mold hazard condition has been found to exist and which 24 

poses an immediate risk of continuing exposure to mold hazard for 25 

any tenants living in rental housing. The commissioner shall 26 

determine whether the removal of the residents from the rental 27 

housing unit containing that mold hazard is warranted. 28 

 b. If the commissioner determines that the removal and 29 

relocation of the residents from such housing is warranted, then the 30 

commissioner shall authorize the payment of relocation assistance 31 

pursuant to P.L.2003, c.311 (C.52:27D-437.1 et al.), and shall assist 32 

in the relocation of such residents to mold-safe housing. 33 

 c. Whenever relocation assistance is authorized pursuant to this 34 

section, the commissioner may determine to seek reimbursement for 35 

payments made for relocation assistance from the owner of the 36 

rental housing from which the tenants were moved. The 37 

commissioner shall seek reimbursement if the owner of such rental 38 

housing had failed to maintain the housing in a mold-safe condition. 39 

 d. In the case of any displacement of a household from a unit 40 

of rental housing that has been found, in a final administrative or 41 

judicial determination, not to be maintained in a mold-safe 42 

condition in accordance with standards established by rule of the 43 

Department of Community Affairs, all relocation costs incurred by 44 

a public agency to relocate that household shall be paid by the 45 

owner of the rental housing to the public agency making relocation 46 

payments upon presentation to the owner by the public agency of a 47 
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statement of those relocation costs and of the date upon which the 1 

relocation costs are due and payable. 2 

 e. In the event that the relocation costs to be paid to the public 3 

agency are not paid within ten days after the due date, interest shall 4 

accrue and be due to the public agency on the unpaid balance at the 5 

rate of 18% per annum until the costs, and the interest thereon, shall 6 

be fully paid to the public agency. 7 

 f. In the event that the relocation costs to be paid to a public 8 

agency shall not be paid within ten days after the date due, the 9 

unpaid balance thereof and all interest accruing thereon shall be a 10 

lien on the parcel in which the dwelling unit from which 11 

displacement occurred is located.  To perfect the lien granted by 12 

this section, a statement showing the amount and due date of the 13 

unpaid balance and identifying the parcel, which identification shall 14 

be sufficiently made by reference to the municipal assessment map, 15 

shall be recorded with the clerk or register of the county in which 16 

the affected property is located and, upon recording, the lien shall 17 

have the priority of a mortgage lien.  Whenever relocation costs 18 

with regard to the parcel and all interest accrued thereon shall have 19 

been fully paid to the public agency, the statement shall be 20 

promptly withdrawn or canceled by the public agency. 21 

 g. In the event that relocation costs to be paid to a public 22 

agency are not paid as and when due, the unpaid balance thereof 23 

and all interest accrued thereon, together with attorney's fees and 24 

costs, may be recovered by the public agency in a civil action as a 25 

personal debt of the owner of the property.  If the owner is a 26 

corporation, the directors, officers and any shareholders who each 27 

control more than 5% of the total voting shares of the corporation, 28 

shall be personally liable, jointly and severally, for the relocation 29 

costs. 30 

 h. All rights and remedies granted by this section for the 31 

collection and enforcement of relocation costs shall be cumulative 32 

and concurrent.

STATEMENT 20 

 21 

 Entitled the “Mold-Safe Housing Act,” this bill would create 22 

mechanisms for tenants living in mold-contaminated rental housing 23 

to have the mold effectively removed, or be relocated to safer rental 24 

housing.  In addition, the bill provides a system of inspection of all 25 

rental housing for the presence of mold.  Single family and two-26 

family rental housing will be required to be inspected upon a 27 

change in occupancy, as well as every five years as part of the 28 

multiple dwelling inspection.  Multiple dwellings will be inspected 29 

every five years for mold under the “Hotel and Multiple Dwelling 30 

Law,” which is enforced currently by the Bureau of Housing 31 

Inspection in the Department of Community Affairs. 32 

 The bill provides that a prospective home purchaser can specify 33 

that an inspection for presence of mold be performed by a licensed 34 

home inspector, should they retain such an inspector prior to 35 

purchase.   36 

 The bill permits tenants whose landlords fail to abate a mold 37 

hazard, upon written request to do so, to notify the Department of 38 

Community Affairs, who shall investigate each claim and determine 39 

whether to relocate the tenant.  Current relocation assistance laws 40 

would apply in such circumstances.  In addition, the bill requires 41 

the court to notify the department whenever a tenant is 42 

constructively evicted due to mold or some other issue of 43 

habitability in the rental property. 44
